Plans of PtLblic B1tildings in the C01lrse of constmction for the United States 
of A rnerica under the direction of the Secretary of the Treasury: Courthouse 
and Post o,{!ice at Rutland, Vermont, 1856. These plans were designed by 
Ammi B. Young, Supervising Architect of the Treasury Department. 
They were originally found in a top floor room at Franklin and Marshall 
College in Lancaster, Pennsylvania, by Noel Potter, Jr., then a student. 
The contents of the room were to be thrown out and the janitor gave 
students permission to take what they wanted. About twenty sets of plans 
for public buildings were there. Since .:\11'. Potter was from Rutland, he 
salvaged the Rutland plans which he later gave to the Rutland Fr~e Library, 
which now occupies the building that was the 1856 Courthouse and Post 
Office. This item can be found in the Vermont Room of the Library.
